
Most oil companies use products from multiple E&P software vendors. These all have differing 
environmental requirements. Internal IT and application support staff spend considerable time installing, 
con�guring and maintaining multiple vendor application suites. Consequently, many companies have built 
their own schemes for multi-vendor application and data management, which can be dif�cult and costly 
to maintain.

CAE provides a simple and maintainable - yet highly con�gurable - toolkit for managing the UNIX/Linux 
desktop environment. The main features are:

� An extensible framework for multi-vendor application installation and con�guration
� A highly �exible multi-system, multi-OS, multi-vendor application launcher
� A disk management methodology for applications with no internal project structure, with support for 

the division of data on disk by district/region, project, application and user
� In short: run any UNIX/Linux application from any system using any data.

CAE separates a generic application launching 
framework, from the vendor�s off-the-shelf product, 
using a site-speci�c middle �wrapper� layer.

All customization is limited to the middle tier �wrappers�, 
which means that individual vendor applications can be 
upgraded independently. 

The CAE launcher and other utilities are portable across 
Solaris, Linux and Irix.
